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Literacy in Afterschool Continued

Afterschool evaluation plans also identify outcomes for formal assessment, requiring periodic data
collection and annual reports; they may specify school attendance, student motivation,
self-esteem, or behavior improvements without identifying achievement in academic subjects.
Nevertheless, research indicates that positive literacy experiences will contribute to
improvements in academic outcomes. If improved literacy is a targeted evaluation outcome,

recurring formal assessments from the school or district can often provide relevant and
informative data for reports.
